You can explore the globe and access information from millions of websites using your computer and a wired
or wireless network connection. This chapter will help you get connected to that world.

Connecting to a wireless network

Your computer may be equipped with one or more of the following wireless devices:

e WLAN device—Connects the computer to wireless local area networks (commonly referred to as Wi-Fi
networks, wireless LANs, or WLANS) in corporate offices, your home, and public places such as airports,
restaurants, coffee shops, hotels, and universities. In a WLAN, the mobile wireless device in your
computer communicates with a wireless router or a wireless access point.

e  Bluetooth device®—Creates a personal area network (PAN) to connect to other Bluetooth-enabled
devices such as computers, phones, printers, headsets, speakers, and cameras. In a PAN, each device
communicates directly with other devices, and devices must be relatively close together—typically
within 10 meters (approximately 33 feet) of each other.

[gf NOTE: If you do not see the WLAN you want to connect to, right-click the network status icon, and then
select Open Network and Sharing Center. Select Set up a new connection or network. A list of options
is displayed, allowing you to manually search for and connect to a network or to create a new network
connection.

5. Follow the on-screen instructions to complete the connection.

After the connection is made, place the mouse pointer over the network status icon at the far right of the
taskbar, to verify the name and status of the connection.

Ej?)y NOTE: The functional range (how far your wireless signals travel) depends on WLAN implementation, router
manufacturer, and interference from other electronic devices or structural barriers such as walls and floors.

Using Bluetooth wireless devices

A Bluetooth device provides short-range wireless communications that replace the physical cable connections
that traditionally link electronic devices such as the following:

e  Computers (desktop, notebook)

e  Phones (cellular, cordless, smartphone)
e Imaging devices (printer, camera)

e  Audio devices (headset, speakers)

e  Mouse

e  External keyboard

Bluetooth devices provide peer-to-peer capability that allows you to set up a PAN of Bluetooth devices. For
information about configuring and using Bluetooth devices, see the Bluetooth software Help.

Connecting to a wired network—LAN

Use a LAN connection if you want to connect the computer directly to a router in your home (instead of
working wirelessly), or if you want to connect to an existing network at your office.

Connecting to a LAN requires an 8-pin, RJ-45 (network) cable and a network jack on the computer.
To connect the network cable, follow these steps:

1.  Plug the network cable into the network jack (1) on the computer.

Initiating and exiting Sleep and Hibernation

Windows has two power-saving states, Sleep and Hibernation.

e  Sleep—The Sleep state is automatically initiated after a period of inactivity. Your work is saved to
memory, allowing you to resume working very quickly. You can also initiate Sleep manually. For more
information, see Manually initiating and exiting Sleep on page 13.

e  Hibernation—The Hibernation state is automatically initiated if Sprout is in the Sleep state for an
extended period. Hibernation puts your open documents and programs on your hard drive, and then
turns off your Sprout.

[’_ﬁ”r NOTE: You can manually initiate Hibernation. See Manually initiating and exiting Sleep on page 13
and Manually initiating and exiting Hibernation on page 14.

3. Select Change Settings that are currently unavailable, and then, in the When I press the power button
area, select Hibernate.

When Sprout exits Hibernation, the power lights turn on and your work returns to the screen. If you have set a
password to be required on wakeup, you must enter your Windows password before your work will return to
the screen.

Setting password protection on wakeup (exiting Sleep or Hibernation)

To set Sprout to prompt for a password when Sprout exits Sleep or Hibernation, follow these steps:
1. Type power in the taskbar search box, and then select Power Options.

3. Select Change Settings that are currently unavailable.

Select Require a password (recommended).

[%f NOTE: To create a user account password or change your current user account password, select Create
or change your user account password, and then follow the on-screen instructions. If you do not need
to create or change a user account password, go to step 5.

5. Select Save changes.

Shutting down (turning off) Sprout

A CAUTION: Unsaved information is lost when Sprout shuts down. Be sure to save your work before shutting

down Sprout.

The Shut down command closes all open programs, including the operating system, and then turns off
Sprout.

Shut down Sprout under any of the following conditions:
e  When you need to access components inside Sprout
e  When you are connecting an external hardware device to a port other than a USB or video port

e  When Sprout will be unused and disconnected from external power for an extended period
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Although you can shut down Sprout with the power button, the recommended procedure is to use the turn off
command, as follows:

E/f NOTE: If Sproutis in the Sleep state or in Hibernation, you must first exit Sleep or Hibernation before
shutdown is possible.

1.  Save your work and close all open programs.
2. Select the Start button, select the Power icon, and then select Shut down.

If Sprout is unresponsive and you are unable to use the preceding shutdown procedures, try the following
emergency procedures in the sequence provided:

° Press ctrl+alt+delete. Select the Start button, select the Power icon, and then select Shut down.
e  Press and hold the power button for at least 5 seconds.

° Disconnect Sprout from external power.

4 Maintaining your Sprout

It is important to perform regular maintenance to keep your Sprout in optimal condition. This chapter explains
how to use tools like Disk Defragmenter and Disk Cleanup. It also provides instructions for updating programs
and drivers and steps to clean Sprout,.

Improving performance

You can improve the performance of your computer by performing regular maintenance tasks with tools such
as Disk Defragmenter and Disk Cleanup.

Using Disk Defragmenter
HP recommends using Disk Defragmenter to defragment your hard drive at least once a month.
To run Disk Defragmenter:
1. Typedisk defraginthe taskbar search box, and then select Defragment and optimize your drives.

2. Follow the on-screen instructions.

For additional information, access the Disk Defragmenter software Help.

Using Disk Cleanup

Use Disk Cleanup to search the hard drive for unnecessary files that you can safely delete to free up disk space
and help Sprout run more efficiently.

To run Disk Cleanup:

1. Type diskinthe taskbar search box, and then select Free up disk space by deleting unnecessary files
or Uninstall apps to free up disk space.

2. Follow the on-screen instructions.

Updating programs and drivers

HP recommends that you update your programs and drivers on a regular basis. Updates can resolve issues
and bring new features and options to your Sprout. For example, older graphics components might not work
well with the most recent gaming software. Without the latest driver, you would not be getting the most out
of your equipment.

Go to http://www.hp.com/support to download the latest versions of HP programs and drivers. In addition,
register to receive automatic notifications when updates become available.

If you would like to update your programs and drivers, follow these instructions:
1. Type support in the taskbar search box, and then select the HP Support Assistant app.
2. Select Updates and tune-ups, and then select Check for HP updates now.

3. Follow the on-screen instructions.
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Cleaning your Sprout
Use the following products to clean your Sprout safely:
e  Dry microfiber cleaning cloth or a chamois (static-free cloth without oil)

e  Static-free cloth wipes

A CAUTION: Avoid strong cleaning solvents that can permanently damage your Sprout. If you are not sure that
a cleaning product is safe for your Sprout, check the product contents to make sure that ingredients such as
alcohol, acetone, ammonium chloride, methylene chloride, and hydrocarbons are not included in the product.

Fibrous materials, such as paper towels, can scratch Sprout. Over time, dirt particles and cleaning agents can
get trapped in the scratches.

Cleaning procedures

Follow the procedures in this section to safely clean your Sprout.

A WARNING! To prevent electric shock or damage to components, do not attempt to clean your Sprout while it
is turned on.

Turn off Sprout.
Disconnect external power.
Disconnect all powered external devices.

A CAUTION: To prevent damage to internal components, do not spray cleaning agents or liquids directly on
any Sprout surface. Liquids dripped on the surface can permanently damage internal components.

Cleaning the display

A CAUTION: Do not spray or place the cleaner directly on the screen, projector, or other glass surfaces.

Gently wipe the sides and the surface of the display, projector, and cameras using a soft, lint-free cloth
moistened with an alcohol-free glass cleaner.

Cleaning the sides or cover

To clean the sides or cover, use a soft microfiber cloth or chamois moistened with one of the cleaning
solutions listed previously or use an acceptable disposable wipe.

[%f NOTE: When cleaning the cover of Sprout, use a circular motion to aid in removing dirt and debris.

Cleaning the touch mat

A CAUTION: Do not spray or place the cleaner directly on the touch mat.

e  Gently wipe the surface of the touch mat using a soft, lint-free cloth moistened with an alcohol-free
glass cleaner.

e  To prevent damage to the touch mat, avoid using strong chemicals.

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Cleaning the keyboard or mouse

A WARNING! To reduce the risk of electric shock or damage to internal components, do not use a vacuum

cleaner attachment to clean the keyboard. A vacuum cleaner can deposit household debris on the keyboard
surface.

A CAUTION: To prevent damage to internal components, do not allow liquids to drip between the keys.

e  To clean the keyboard or mouse, use a soft microfiber cloth or a chamois moistened with one of the
cleaning solutions listed previously or use an acceptable disposable wipe.

e  To prevent keys from sticking and to remove dust, lint, and particles from the keyboard, use a can of
compressed air with a straw extension.
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5 Securing your computer and information

Computer security is essential for protecting the confidentiality, integrity, and availability of your information.
Standard security solutions provided by the Windows operating system, HP applications, the non-Windows
Setup Utility (BIOS), and other third-party software can help protect your computer from a variety of risks,
such as viruses, worms, and other types of malicious code.

@ IMPORTANT: Some security features listed in this chapter may not be available on your computer.

Using passwords

A password is a group of characters that you choose to secure your computer information and to protect
online transactions. Several types of passwords can be set. For example, when you set up your computer for
the first time, you were asked to create a user password to secure your computer. Additional passwords can
be set in Windows or in the HP Setup Utility (BIOS) that is preinstalled on your computer.

You may find it helpful to use the same password for a Setup Utility (BIOS) feature and for a Windows security
feature.

To create and save passwords, use the following tips:

e  Toreduce therisk of being locked out of the computer, record each password and store it in a secure
place away from the computer. Do not store passwords in a file on the computer.

e  When creating passwords, follow requirements set by the program.
e  (Change your passwords at least every 3 months.
e Anideal password is long and has letters, punctuation, symbols, and numbers.

e  Before you send your computer for service, back up your files, delete confidential files, and then remove
all password settings.

For additional information about Windows passwords, such as screen-saver passwords:

Your changes take effect when the computer restarts.

Using Internet security software

When you use your computer to access email, a network, or the Internet, you potentially expose your
computer to computer viruses, spyware, and other online threats. To help protect your computer, Internet
security software that includes antivirus and firewall features may be preinstalled on your computer as a trial
offer. To provide ongoing protection against newly discovered viruses and other security risks, security
software must be kept up to date. It is strongly recommended that you upgrade the security software trial
offer or purchase the software of your choice in order to fully protect your computer.

Using antivirus software

Computer viruses can disable programs, utilities, or the operating system, or cause them to function
abnormally. Antivirus software can detect most viruses, destroy them, and in most cases, repair any damage
they have caused.

To provide ongoing protection against newly discovered viruses, antivirus software must be kept up to date.

An antivirus program may be preinstalled on your computer. It is strongly recommended that you use the
antivirus program of your choice in order to fully protect your computer.

Using firewall software

Firewalls are designed to prevent unauthorized access to a system or network. A firewall can be software you
install on your computer and/or network, or it can be a combination of both hardware and software.

There are two types of firewalls to consider:
e  Host-based firewalls—Software that protects only the computer it is installed on.

° Network-based firewalls—Installed between your DSL or cable modem and your home network to
protect all the computers on the network.

When a firewall is installed on a system, all data sent to and from the system is monitored and compared with
a set of user-defined security criteria. Any data that does not meet those criteria is blocked.
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Installing software updates

HP, Windows, and third-party software installed on your computer should be regularly updated to correct
security problems and improve software performance. For more information, see Updating programs and
drivers on page 16.

A CAUTION: Microsoft sends out alerts regarding Windows updates, which may include security updates. To
protect the computer from security breaches and computer viruses, install all updates from Microsoft as soon
as you receive an alert.

You can install these updates automatically.

Securing your wireless network

When you set up a WLAN or access an existing WLAN, always enable security features to protect your network
from unauthorized access. WLANSs in public areas (hotspots) like coffee shops and airports may not provide
any security.

Backing up your software applications and information

Regularly back up your software applications and information to protect them from being permanently lost or
damaged through a virus attack or a software or hardware failure. For more information, see Backing up,
restoring, and recovering on page 27.

Using an optional security cable lock

A security cable lock, purchased separately, is designed to act as a deterrent, but it may not prevent the
computer from being mishandled or stolen. Security cable locks are only one of several methods that should
be employed as part of a complete security solution to help maximize theft protection.

The security cable slot on your computer may look slightly different from the illustration in this section. For
the location of the security cable slot on your computer, see Getting to know your Sprout on page 1.

1. Loop the security cable lock around a secured object.

2. Insert the key (1) into the security cable lock (2).
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3. Insert the security cable lock into the security cable slot on the computer (3), and then lock the security
cable lock with the key.

4. Remove the key and keep it in a safe place.
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6 Using Setup Utility (BIOS)

Setup Utility, or Basic Input/OQutput System (BIOS), controls communication between all the input and output
devices on the system (such as disk drives, display, keyboard, mouse, and printer). Setup Utility (BIOS)
includes settings for the types of devices installed, the startup sequence of the computer, and the amount of
system and extended memory.

Starting Setup Utility (BI0S)

A CAUTION: Use extreme care when making changes in Setup Utility (BIOS). Errors can prevent the computer
from operating properly.

A Turnon orrestart the computer, quickly press esc, and then press f10.

Updating Setup Utility (BIOS)

Updated versions of Setup Utility (BIOS) may be available on the HP website.
Most BIOS updates on the HP website are packaged in compressed files called SoftPags.
Some download packages contain a file named Readme.txt, which contains information regarding installing

and troubleshooting the file.

Determining the BIOS version

To decide whether you need to update Setup Utility (BIOS), first determine the BIOS version on your Sprout.

BIOS version information (also known as ROM date and System BIOS) can be accessed by typing support in

the taskbar search box, selecting the HP Support Assistant app, selecting My computer, and then or by using
Setup Utility (BIOS).

Do not
download or install a BIOS update while the computer is running on battery power, docked in an optional
docking device, or connected to an optional power source. During the download and installation, follow these
instructions:

e Do not disconnect power from Sprout by unplugging the power cord from the AC outlet.
e Do not shut down Sprout or initiate Sleep.

e Do notinsert, remove, connect, or disconnect any device, cable, or cord.
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[%’ NOTE: If your Sprout is connected to a network, consult the network administrator before installing any
software updates, especially system BIOS updates.

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7 Using HP PC Hardware Diagnostics (UEFI)

HP PC Hardware Diagnostics is a Unified Extensible Firmware Interface (UEFI) that allows you to run diagnostic
tests to determine whether the computer hardware is functioning properly. The tool runs outside the
operating system so that it can isolate hardware failures from issues that are caused by the operating system
or other software components.

When HP PC Hardware Diagnostics (UEFI) detects a failure that requires hardware replacement, a 24-digit
Failure ID code is generated. This ID code can then be provided to support to help determine how to correct
the problem.

[Z?’”r NOTE: To start diagnostics on a convertible computer, your computer must be in notebook mode and you
must use the keyboard attached.

To start HP PC Hardware Diagnostics (UEFI), follow these steps:

Creating recovery media and backups

The following methods of creating recovery media and backups are available on select products only. Choose
the available method according to your computer model.

This
step creates a backup of the HP Recovery partition on the computer. The backup can be used to reinstall
the original operating system in cases where the hard drive is corrupted or has been replaced. For
information on creating recovery media, see Creating HP Recovery media (select products only)
on page 27. For information on the recovery options that are available using the recovery media, see
Using Windows tools on page 28.

e  Use Windows tools to create system restore points and create backups of personal information.

Creating HP Recovery media (select products only)

If possible, check for the presence of the Recovery partition and the Windows partition. From the Start menu,
select File Explorer, and then select This PC.

e If your computer does not list the Windows partition and the Recovery partition, you can obtain recovery
media for your system from support. See the Worldwide Telephone Numbers booklet included with the
computer. You can also find contact information on the HP website. Go to http://www.hp.com/support,
select your country or region, and follow the on-screen instructions.
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You can use Windows tools to create system restore points and create backups of personal information,
see Using Windows tools on page 28.

e |f your computer does list the Recovery partition and the Windows partition, you can use HP Recovery
Manager to create recovery media after you successfully set up the computer. HP Recovery media can be
used to perform system recovery if the hard drive becomes corrupted. System recovery reinstalls the
original operating system and software programs that were installed at the factory and then configures
the settings for the programs. HP Recovery media can also be used to customize the system or restore
the factory image if you replace the hard drive.

° Only one set of recovery media can be created. Handle these recovery tools carefully, and keep
them in a safe place.

° HP Recovery Manager examines the computer and determines the required storage capacity for
the media that will be required.

° To create recovery discs, your computer must have an optical drive with DVD writer capability, and
you must use only high-quality blank DVD-R, DVD+R, DVD-R DL, or DVD+R DL discs. Do not use
rewritable discs such as CD+RW, DVD+RW, double-layer DVD+RW, or BD-RE (rewritable Blu-ray)
discs; they are not compatible with HP Recovery Manager software. Or, instead, you can use a high-
quality blank USB flash drive.

° If your computer does not include an integrated optical drive with DVD writer capability, but you
would like to create DVD recovery media, you can use an external optical drive (purchased
separately) to create recovery discs. If you use an external optical drive, it must be connected
directly to a USB port on the computer; the drive cannot be connected to a USB port on an external
device, such as a USB hub. If you cannot create DVD media yourself, you can obtain recovery discs
for your computer from HP. See the Worldwide Telephone Numbers booklet included with the
computer. You can also find contact information on the HP website. Go to http://www.hp.com/
support, select your country or region, and follow the on-screen instructions.

° Be sure that the computer is connected to AC power before you begin creating the recovery media.
° The creation process can take an hour or more. Do not interrupt the creation process.

° If necessary, you can exit the program before you have finished creating all of the recovery DVDs.
HP Recovery Manager will finish burning the current DVD. The next time you start HP Recovery
Manager, you will be prompted to continue.

Recovering using HP Recovery Manager

HP Recovery Manager software allows you to recover the computer to its original factory state by using the
HP Recovery media that you either created or that you obtained from HP, or by using the HP Recovery
partition (select products only). If you have not already created recovery media, see Creating HP Recovery
media (select products only) on page 27.

What you need to know before you get started

e  HP Recovery Manager recovers only software that was installed at the factory. For software not
provided with this computer, you must either download the software from the manufacturer's website or
reinstall the software from the media provided by the manufacturer.

@’ IMPORTANT: Recovery through HP Recovery Manager should be used as a final attempt to correct
computer issues.

e  HP Recovery media must be used if the computer hard drive fails. If you have not already created
recovery media, see Creating HP Recovery media (select products only) on page 27.

e  Touse the Factory Reset option (select products only), you must use HP Recovery media. If you have not
already created recovery media, see Creating HP Recovery media (select products only) on page 27.

e If your computer does not allow the creation of HP Recovery media or if the HP Recovery media does not
work, you can obtain recovery media for your system from support.

e  System Recovery—Reinstalls the original operating system, and then configures the settings for the
programs that were installed at the factory.

e  Factory Reset—Restores the computer to its original factory state by deleting all information from the
hard drive and re-creating the partitions. Then it reinstalls the operating system and the software that
was installed at the factory.

The HP Recovery partition (select products only) allows System Recovery only.

Using the HP Recovery partition (select products only)

The HP Recovery partition allows you to perform a system recovery without the need for recovery discs or a
recovery USB flash drive. This type of recovery can be used only if the hard drive is still working.

To start HP Recovery Manager from the HP Recovery partition:

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9 Troubleshooting

Wireless connection problems

Some possible causes for wireless connection problems include the following:

Wireless device is not turned on.
Wireless device is not installed correctly or has been disabled.
Wireless device encountered interference from other devices.

Wireless device or router hardware has failed.

Cannot connect to a WLAN

If you have a problem connecting to a WLAN, confirm that the integrated WLAN device is turned on and
properly installed on your Sprout.

Be sure that the wireless device is turned on.

Then try connecting to the WLAN again.

If you are still unable to connect, follow the steps below.

Type control panel inthe taskbar search box, and then select Control Panel.
Select System and Security, select System, and then select Device Manager.
Select the arrow next to Network adapters to expand the list and show all adapters.

Identify the WLAN device from the Network adapters list. The listing for a WLAN device may include the
term wireless, wireless LAN, WLAN, or 802.171.

If no WLAN device is listed, either your Sprout does not have an integrated WLAN device, or the driver for
the WLAN device is not properly installed.

For more information about troubleshooting WLANSs, see the website links provided in Help and Support.

Cannot connect to a preferred network

You may not be able to connect to a preferred network because it is a security-enabled WLAN. You must have
the security code to connect to this type of WLAN. See the next section for additional information.

If entering a security code is not the problem, you may have a corrupted WLAN connection. Many times,
Windows can automatically repair a corrupted WLAN connection.

If there is a network status icon at the far right of the taskbar, right-click the icon, and then select
Troubleshoot problems.

Windows resets your network device and attempts to reconnect to one of the preferred networks.

If there is no network status icon at the far right of the taskbar, follow these steps:
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1. Typecontrol panel inthe taskbar search box, and then select Control Panel.
2. Select Network and Internet, and then select Network and Sharing Center.

3. Select Troubleshoot problems, and then select the network you want to repair.

Current network security codes are unavailable

If you are prompted for a security code (or network key) or a name (SSID) when connecting to a WLAN, the
network is protected by security. The SSID and security code are alphanumeric codes that you enter into your
Sprout to identify your Sprout to the network. You must have the current codes to connect to a secure
network.

e  Foranetwork connected to your personal wireless router, review the router user guide for instructions
on setting up the same codes on both the router and the WLAN device.

e  For aprivate network, such as a network in an office or at a public Internet chat room, contact the
network administrator to obtain the codes, and then enter the codes when your are prompted to do so.

Some networks change the SSID or network keys used in their routers or access points on a regular basis
to improve security. You must change the corresponding code in your Sprout accordingly.

If you are provided with a new wireless network key and SSID for a network, and if you have previously
connected to that network, follow the steps below to reconnect to the network:

1.  Right-click the network status icon at the far right of the taskbar.

A list showing the available WLANSs is displayed. If you are in a hotspot where several WLANs are active,
several will be displayed.

2. Right-click the network, and then select Properties.

[1?? NOTE: If the network you want is not listed, check with the network administrator to be sure that the
router or access point is operating.

3. Select the Security tab, and then enter the correct wireless encryption data into the Network security
key box.

4. Select OK to save these settings.

Cannot connect to the wireless router

If you are trying to connect to the wireless router and are unsuccessful, reset the wireless router by removing
power from the router for 10 to 15 seconds.

If Sprout still cannot connect to a WLAN, restart the wireless router. For details, see the router manufacturer's
instructions.

Network status icon is not displayed

If the network status icon is not displayed at the far right of the taskbar after you configure the WLAN, the
software driver is either missing or corrupted. A Windows “Device not Found” error message may also be
displayed.

Power problems

Sprout will not turn on or start

Test the AC outlet by connecting a different electrical device to it.

Reconnect the computer's cables, being sure that the connection from the AC power cord to the
computer and the connection from the AC power cord to the AC outlet are secure.

Try to turn on Sprout.
e If the power lights turn on, the AC power cord is working properly.

e If the connections are secure and the power lights remain off, the AC power cord is not functioning
and should be replaced.

Contact support for information about obtaining a replacement AC power cord.

Hard drive error

Press the ctrl+alt+delete keys simultaneously.
Select the Power icon in the lower-right corner of the screen, and then select Restart.

Or, press and hold the power button on Sprout for 5 or more seconds to turn off Sprout, and then press
the power button to turn on Sprout.

If Windows opens, immediately back up all important information to an external hard drive.

Whether Windows started or not, contact support. Either the hard drive or the system board may need
to be replaced.

Sprout is not responding

Use the Windows Task Manager to close any programs that are not responding.

Display problems
The display is blank

e  Exit Sleep to redisplay the screen image.
° Press the power button briefly.
° Press a key on the keyboard.
° Press the space bar.
° Press the esc key.

e  Press the power button to turn on Sprout.

Images on the screen are too large or too small, or the images are fuzzy
Adjust the resolution settings.

Keyboard and mouse problems

e  Be sure that you are using the keyboard or mouse within range of the receiver.

e  Replace the batteries in the keyboard and mouse.

e  Re-pair the keyboard and mouse to the receiver.

If the touch mat workspace icon is amber, touch the icon to enable the projector. When the projector is
on, the icon is white.

Remove the touch mat, and remove any debris from the touch mat or the connector that would interrupt
the connection.

Clean the touch mat and the connector with a cloth.

Press and hold the power button for 5 or more seconds to turn off Sprout, and then press the power
button to turn on Sprout.
